neglect by providing services for high-risk families that have
children six weeks to ve years old.

We focus on building successful and resilient children, strengthening
parents, and preserving families through comprehensive and integrated
early childhood and family support services.

Family Building Blocks provides programs that support and strengthen the family in
order to increase the likelihood that kids at-risk are able to thrive by the time they get to
kindergarten. Science teaches us that what FBB provides for children and families is the
most important investment we can make in the future of our community.

What We’ve Done

B Avoiding Foster Care
98% of the 300 children enrolled in our therapeutic classes and outreach programs were able to live safely with their
families, thereby avoiding foster care.

Preparing Children to Learn
24 children graduated from our therapeutic classes and entered kindergarten or Head Start ready to learn.

Expanding to Polk County
We expanded our services into Polk County by developing a satellite Relief Nursery, Gracie’s Place, where we antici-
pate serving 200 children during our rst three years of operation.

B Reuniting Families through Drug Court
In response to our community s methamphetamine crisis, FBB has become a partner in Marion County s Fostering
Attachment Family Dependency Court. The goal of this program is to help parents be drug-free, have secure hous-
ing, be employed and care for their children in a safe, nurturing manner.

B Mobilizing Volunteers
Community volunteers contributed over 12,000 hours of service in childrens therapeutic classrooms, outreach
programs, special projects, fundraising and governance activities.

The need for FBB s services is staggering. There are over 150 children on our waiting

list. We must nd a way to help them.
